· You must be totally disabled by the Social Security Administration (proof required)
· Married couple’s income for 2015 must not exceed $42,200
· A single person’s income for 2015 must not exceed $34,600
· You must apply between April 1 and October 1, 2016
Applications are taken by appointment only.
